LGBTQIA+ community, 
Black and Brown folks across the world, fem’s in male dominated spaces, poor people, disabled individuals, young, old, and any other 

disenfranchised or marginalized voice.They all have things to say, and we all need to hear them, scream it out loud!
 LOUD AND PROUD!

This sculpture was created specifically to place the voices of the disenfranchised communities into the spectrum of public art.  In a 
growing society that is beginning to see the value of individuality, and difference and becoming more aware of the need for equitable 
solutions to the social struggles we face, the access to free public art that values and fuels that social change is absolutely necessary. 

I believe that this work stands as a testament to those principles. I created this work to be eye catching and fun! It represents the 
voices I want to hear talking loudest in the crowd.  The humor of the giant mouth allows for viewers to have an initial gut reaction of 

recognition, shock, and joy. The bold, bright, colors help this work stand out in a large space without needing to be large itself. 
Choosing a rainbow paint scheme was a natural choice given the historical and contemporary use of the rainbow in social justice. 

From Fred Hamptons Anti-racist/Anti-class/Multicultural socialist movement of the 60s called the Rainbow Coalition, 
as a peace banner against nuclear weapons, and as a symbol of the LGBTQIA+ community.
